The price is as follows: £ 25.00 for one pass for the entire Championships or £5.00 per day. Clubs
with more than 10 swimmers on any day are required to purchase additional coaches’ passes.

Poolside passes are issued subject to the following conditions:

The purpose of a poolside pass is to allow responsible adult(s) from each club to oversee
swimmers throughout the gala, including warm up and swim down.

The pass holder is responsible for the good behaviour of the swimmer. Anyone not

competing is NOT allowed on the poolside without a pass.

The maximum number of poolside passes per club is four on any day.

When competing at Crystal Palace, clubs are responsible for their swimmers in the warm down
pool. Failure to do so will result in closure of the warm down pool. In addition, there is to be no

sitting on the wall in order to comply with safety conditions.

The pass holder will carry out any request made by a County Official, officiating at the gala or a

member of the County Executive Committee.

A copy of this information must be given to the person holding the passes.

Passes will be withdrawn if these conditions are not met.
